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Second Comes Marriage 
Ephesians 5:22-33 (ESV): “Wives, submit to 
your own husbands, as to the Lord. 23 For the  
husband is the head of the wife even as Christ 
is the head of the church, his body, and is  
himself its Savior. 24 Now as the church 
submits to Christ, so also wives should submit 
in everything to their husbands. 25 Husbands, 
love your wives, as Christ loved the church 
and gave himself up for her,…”  



Second Comes Marriage 
“…26 that he might sanctify her, having 
cleansed her by the washing of water with 
the word, 27 so that he might present the 
church to himself in splendor, without spot 
or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might 
be holy and without blemish. 28 In the same 
way husbands should love their wives as 
their own bodies.  He who loves his wife 
loves himself…”  



Second Comes Marriage 
“…29 For no one ever hated his own flesh, but 
nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ does the 
church, 30 because we are members of his body. 
31 ‘Therefore a man shall leave his father and 
mother and hold fast to his wife, and the two 
shall become one flesh.’ 32 This mystery is 
profound, and I am saying that it refers to Christ 
and the church. 33 However, let each one of you 
love his wife as himself, and let the wife see that 
she respects her husband.” 
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Second Comes Marriage 
Genesis 2:20-25 (ESV): “For Adam there was 
not found a helper fit for him. 21 So the 
LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon 
the man, and while he slept took one of his 
ribs and closed up its place with flesh. 
22 And the rib that the LORD God had taken 
from the man he made into a woman and 
brought her to the man….”  



Second Comes Marriage 
“…23 Then the man said, ‘This at last is bone 
of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall 
be called Woman, because she was taken 
out of Man.’ 24 Therefore a man shall leave 
his father and his mother and hold fast to his 
wife, and they shall become one flesh.  
25 And the man and his wife were both 
naked and were not ashamed.”  
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Second Comes Marriage 
John 1:14 (ESV): “And the Word 
became flesh and dwelt among 
us, and we have seen his glory, 
glory as of the only Son from the 
Father, full of grace and truth.” 



Second Comes Marriage 
John 3:28-29 (ESV): “You yourselves bear 
me witness, that I said, ‘I am not the Christ, 
but I have been sent before him.’ 29 The 
one who has the bride is the bridegroom.  
The friend of the bridegroom, who stands 
and hears him, rejoices greatly at the 
bridegroom’s voice.  Therefore this joy of 
mine is now complete.” 



Second Comes Marriage 
Matthew 19:3-10 (ESV): “And Pharisees came up 
to him and tested him by asking, ‘Is it lawful to 
divorce one’s wife for any cause?’ 4 He answered, 
‘Have you not read that he who created them 
from the beginning made them male and female, 
5 and said, “Therefore a man shall leave his 
father and his mother and hold fast to his wife, 
and the two shall become one flesh”? 6 So they 
are no longer two but one flesh.  What therefore 
God has joined together, let not man separate.’…”  



Second Comes Marriage 
“…7 They said to him, ‘Why then did Moses 
command one to give a certificate of divorce and 
to send her away?’ 8 He said to them, ‘Because of 
your hardness of heart Moses allowed you to 
divorce your wives, but from the beginning it was 
not so. 9 And I say to you: whoever divorces his 
wife, except for sexual immorality, and marries 
another, commits adultery.’ 10 The disciples said 
to him, ‘If such is the case of a man with his wife, 
it is better not to marry.’” 
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Second Comes Marriage 
1 Corinthians 7:15 (ESV): “But if 
the unbelieving partner 
separates, let it be so. In such 
cases the brother or sister is not 
enslaved.  God has called you to 
peace.” 
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Main Point: 
EVERY MARRIAGE IS          
  ESSENTIALLY METAPHOR, BUT 
EVERY METAPHOR WILL       
  EVENTUALLY COME UP SHORT. 



Second Comes Marriage 
2 Corinthians 11:2 (ESV): “For I 
feel a divine jealousy for you, 
since I betrothed you to one 
husband, to present you as a 
pure virgin to Christ.”
